Start introduction with a statement or two about the general area of research being explored and perhaps why and how it relates to your main topic.  Then make a comment or two about the specific topic(s) of research for the resources listed and how they relate to your main theme or topic.  Then conclude with your problem statement or a statement of your main theme/topic.
