Part IV. Essay: Identify and explain the significance of two of the following three passages.  Complete this section on the space provided below, on a separate sheet, or type your answers on a separate document.
Your response to a quote should adhere to the following directives:

(1) Choose two out of three passages/quotes. If a specific question is asked, then respond to it. In the other cases, begin your response by indicating the author and title of the text.  If there is a narrator or speaker, include that name as well. 
(2) Read the passage carefully, taking note of specific significant words/themes/images etc. Then write a short summarization of the meaning of the passage and its specific place/role in the larger text (e.g.: explain that this passage is spoken near the end of the text or is a specific response from one charter to another, etc.) As you continue your close reading of the passage, concentrating on specific words, phrases or sentences, discuss the relevance and significance of excerpt to the full text. Explain how the passage underscores a specific theme or relate to character development and so forth. 
(3) Finally, the most exceptional responses will include an analogy of the passage or the text’s relationship to another text, a different culture, a universal theme, and/or to a contemporary issue.  

Quotes Choose Two: 30 points (each question worth 15 points).

A. “They said, ‘It is one thing to give birth to a son, And another for him to survive…His lameness forced him to the ground....If you ask us baobab leaves, what are we supposed to do. .. You are not alone in your search for baobab leaves. Why don’t you tell your son to get up and walk”? 

Sogolon Wulen Conde said, “Ah, that is not what I meant. I thought I could depend on sisterhood.  ..They didn’t know Sunjata was listening to them… Sunjata said, “Mother! What are they saying?” She said, “Ah, forget about that talk.” He said, “Mother I will walk today.” ..Ma Sogolon went and got the sunsun staff…“It was rivalry that caused Sunjata to walk, Because of the humiliation to his mother.  “The father is everybody’s, the mother is personal.”
B. ‘Oh son of misfortune, will you never walk? Through your fault I have just suffered the greatest affront of my life! What I have done, God, for you to punish me in this way?’
