a) Locate four sources on your topic (either four articles; or three articles and a book; or two articles and two books; or two articles, one book, and one video; or three articles and one video). Use your first library exercise to help you with your research.  Do NOT rely on google and, remember, thou shalt not (ever) cite Wikipedia. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]b) Organize your sources in an APA-style references page and provide a brief four-sentence summary under each reference. (Some library databases provide summaries when you hover with the mouse over the article title or when you click on a summary/abstract link. You can shorten these summaries to meet the length limit. Most databases will also generate APA references for your sources with the “cite” button. And if you need help setting up the APA references manually, see the APA section in the book on pages 200-216.)  
c) Instead of a title, write down your topic.
