As of the survey of our focus group, we have found very interesting points that make us surprised and also make us more aware of the issues that we are studying. Our focus group contains seventeen students from different level at college (freshmen, sophomore juniors, and seniors). A percent of 93.75% of our focus group believe that education is a right for all people. People should have an access and resources of education whatever who are they. %88.23 of the students agreed that having more educated people would lead to solving to significant issues that the country face. However, it is hard to get people educated if they are paying a lot of money for their university. An average of 14 students agreed that they are remitting an amount of money for their university that would consider high. As asking the focus group about how most of the universities require them to pay for they education, %0 of the students strongly disagree or disagree with the statement, thus this is showing a real problem. They also were asked about how is the tuition for their university is expensive in this area and more then %50 percent strongly agreed with the statement thus this is showing not only the problem of pay for their education but also they are paying a high amount of money.  
Students afford to go to college, and many of them attend college but can’t continue because of money issues. More than %52 of the students in our focus group have witnessed at least one other student who dropped out of college because of the incapability of payment thus this telling us that the present of student who are dropping from college is huge. 
This issue is not only effecting a small number of students rather it impacts many. As asking our focus group about how their income is not enough to pay for their education, 29.4% strongly disagree and disagree on this while 64.7% agree on that; thus we see how there is a real struggle that the students have as paying for their college. Not only that, but for most cases students need to pay back their student load when they graduate. Students on the focus group were asked about this, and %64.7 of them strongly agreed that they will be paying back while %5.9 strongly disagree. This is telling us that only one student who is not required to pay back and the rest will be struggling after they graduate to collect some money to pay back. 
The issue of students has to pay their college is even worse. An average of 4.3 of the student strongly agreed that if they did not have any financial support, they would not be able to go to college. This is telling us that students are not capable of offering to pay for their universities and without the support that they have, they will not be attending college. 
Students are also in need to work multiple jobs in order to cover the amount of money that they need to pay for their university and that is effecting the ways students perform in their universities. %17 of the students in the focus group disagreed with that statement while %53 agree that they have to work more than one job. They also agreed that they would be more focus on their school if they don’t have to work more than one job.
Because of that the call for free education is very important and it will solve many problems only for the students but also for the community. Students on the focus group asked about how would they feel if they have to pay for the universities, %94.1 of them stated that they would be happy thus this show us how students are willing to educated if they get the opportunities. Not only that but %88.2 of them are willing to continue their education if it was free. %47 of them believe that this would influence their live positivity while there are no disagree with that. Also, %82 of them believe it will also help them as individual and will help the community to griw. As of this being try we would see how having more educated people would lead to great development for the person and the society.  
On the other hand, we used the Inoculation Theory by trying to show counter- argument. some people think, that it’s the student’s responsibility to pay for the universities. An average of 2.7 agree with the statement. 
On the other hand, some would blame the government.  %82.35 of the students think that the government doesn’t pay attention to the increase in tuition. They therefore, think the government does not care if the young adults are getting educated our not. They see it as a barrier that does not allow them to have free education.
Though the focus group students are involved within the problem but still %58 of them said that they don’t do anything to help solving the problem of unaffordable education while there is only %17 of them are doing some work to solve the problem.  Because of the important of the question, it was necessary to ask why they don’t help and why they do help and as analyzing their answers, we have divided them into five categories as following: 
1. Don’t know about how to help. A students said, “I don’t know how to help as a student”. This is category is for those who want to help but know the wright way to do it. 
2. Don’t have power/authority. “how does one person help solve that problem.”. This is category is for those who think they need to have power in order to help. 
3. Don’t know about the problem. “I don’t really do anything to help people or bring awareness to the problem”. This is category is for those who don’t know much about the problem itself.
4. Student responsibility. “no, because I believe it is the individuals responsibility to find an affordable college and choose a major that allows them pay back student loans.” This is category is for those who see it as the student who has to find ways to educate himself/herself.
5. Support others: I enrolled in community college for my first two years, now I am an ambassador for the college, encouraging high school students to attend that college which is free.” This is category is for those who are actually helping other by helping others. 
Moreover, we asked the focus group about how talking with the university would help in solving and making the education free, 35.29 strongly disagree while 35.29 strongly agree thus this would show a good percentage of the students think that their university can make any change and can’t help. However, when we asked them about how talking with the governor in the state would make the education free, %0 of strongly disagree while % 30 strongly agree. As comparing the two statement we find that people tend to see that the governor of the state is able to make a positive change.  


Visual discuss: we had positive feedback. We were glad that the focus group guessed the purpose of our design correctly. However, there were some suggestions that would make it even better and that include: 
1. Focus on the solution. 
2. Using text could be placed in different place.
3. Showing real people instead of drawing.
4. Showing more people with diversity and gender. 
5. Deleting the word “fee” because it confuses people. 

Limitations:
