The targeted audience are local population, federal agencies, and local governments. 
Persuasion is one of the most critical elements which are utilized in an attempt to create an impact in the minds(1) of individuals. Studies show that there is various technique of ensuring that the message which is put across gets to the audience (Harris, 2017). However, EPA’s message does not end there. The website ensures that there is an improvement in the message so that it does not just get to the audience but has made the intended impact. The stakeholder website is designed in an informative language which shows that the authors have an in-depth knowledge of the subject. As a result, it is apparent that readers and the intended audience obtain a reasonable analysis of the challenge at hand as well as the need to address them before they adversely impact on them. The persuasive and analytical language used by the authors sends(2) messages of danger to the audience, not in a threatening but an informative approach. The principal use of the historical analysis is to ensure that there are a strong foundation of the topic (Wyche et al., 2006). To sum up, it is evident that stakeholders can be useful in their efforts to address various issues in society. The EPA’s website is not an exemption in their efforts to ensure that people restore the environment and stop harming it further. It is also clear that addressing such an issue to the public and obtaining the necessary impact is not a simple task. It requires discipline, an analysis of facts as well as the history in coming up with the most appropriate message. The stakeholders, in this case, are aware that there is a need to use various techniques in reducing the impact of human activities on the environment. The use of formal tone which is not only convincing but persuasive has been fundamental techniques utilized by the stakeholders in driving the message home. Also, the use of images as well as an analysis of the past ensures that there is no stone unturned in addressing the need for clean air.
