Even though the band couldn’t bring all the different instruments that are usually used for all the different types of music, they still tried their best to give us the best introduction to all those kinds of Latino music. After that, the band played music from Yucatán which is at northeast Mexico and is by the Caribbean Sea. They played Toro Rabón (The Bull Without a Tail). For the music from Veracruz (música jarocha), they played La Morena and El colás.
In the end, they played La Bamba which is also my favorite Latino song. They gave us some introduction about all the different instruments, such as jararanas, vihuelas, guitarrón, guitar, harp, quijada (donkey jaw), viiolins, clarinet, tenor sax, and percussion.
