Landesman uses case studies to demonstrate the importance of Post Disaster Assessments and Post Disaster Priorities in effectively managing health or medical disaster. An example of a health and medical disaster in which the Post Disaster Assessment and Post Disaster Priority can clearly be described through is the Ebola breakout that occurred later in 2014 in three West African countries; Sierra Leon, Liberia, and Guinea. UNDP (2015) Ebola Recovery Records reveal the epidemic not only affected the health sector of the countries but also had a ripple effect internationally. Beyond affecting the health sector of these countries, the spread of the outbreak impaired the economies of the countries by slowing and weakening the economic activities in the affected regions.

The Post Disaster Assessment of this disaster involved visiting the sites where the outbreak began; Guinea, Sierra Leon, and Liberia. The assessment proceeded to a collection of the relevant facts and data and samples such as the number of people exposed to the disease and establishing how many people had been established to have died from the disease. The Assessment also entailed identifying the ripple effects that the disaster had, not only on the health of the victim countries but the danger it posed to other countries. The Assessment also established the other sectors of the countries that were crippled by the outbreak. Once all the relevant data concerning the Ebola Disease Virus damage was accurately collected and recorded, it was compared with historical records of any health epidemic that resembled the outbreak, or that might have triggered the outbreak. After the finalization of the assessments, the team proceeded to establish and promote of the Post Disaster Priorities.

The post Disaster priorities for this case example of the Ebola Disease Virus outbreak would have been informing the affected parties of the danger and the risks surrounding their exposure. The team should also make it a priority to ensure the affected parties of their efforts to help them and to eliminate the disease from them and their country. The primary priority would be purging the affected countries of the Ebola Disease Virus completely. Other priorities would include establishing strategies to contain the outbreak and combating the spread of the outbreak. This process would only be successful when all the necessary parties communicate openly, honestly and consistently. Landesman concludes that the success of the process of assessment and setting priorities after a disaster can only be determined by how well a re-emergence of the disease or disaster is managed.
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
