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Higher Education
Higher education is a final stage of formal learning. It is one stage that not all people finish, because of several reasons like costly tuition fee, lack of desire for it, and other challenges like success before higher education. A person, who perceives education as the only way to material success, is likely to drop out of college if they succeed before getting a higher education. Why is tuition for higher education that much?
Tuition is higher education is high and costly, because of de-privatization as noted by Kwiek, (260). The argument roots for people to go for higher education, however, the issue of tuition fee remains the most challenging. According to Kwiek, (259) higher education institutions have been de-privatized, and that has affected funding. If funding decreases in higher education, in effect demand for private funding increases. What this means is that students who pay for their own tuition fees privately find it difficult to pay their fees. Therefore, the reduced funding in de-privatization is the major reason for costly higher education.
	  Over-realize on market mechanisms to manage higher education and also increased competition for resources have been cited as a reason for costly tuition (Kwiek, 261). The market is volatile, in the sense that sometimes the cost of learning resources or financial needs of institutions raise tuition. This is to mean that the economy of a nation also plays a significant role in determining tuition fee. Institutions of higher learning require money to function, and for this reason, they will be forced to ask for tuition fee hike. With the hike of the fee, many students will be unable to afford it. As a result, they will not consider pursuing it, due to financial constraints. Nevertheless, people should not just to see tuition fee too high for them, when they can work hard to raise money for their education. Financial constraints should discourage one from seeking higher education. What should do is to seek financial aid, apply for loans or get part-time jobs that can generate them money enough for fees. Besides, an individual can postpone joining college or university until that they feel capable of paying their fee. 
Do people really need to get a higher education?
 People require a higher education degree to employment in a competitive labor market.  According to Esson, and Hubert, (1265) people feel that to secure jobs, they need to have a higher education. If higher education gives one a higher chance of securing employment it is essential to consider going for higher education. If one’s chances of securing employment are high if they have degrees, it is reasonable not to waste any time to pursue it. 
The need to expand the knowledge economy increases the desire for the knowledge economy. Blackstone, (176) research indicates that the global economy has greatly internationalized production and trade tenfold since 1995. With this growing global economic research and technological development are at the core. Consequently, there has been market pressure pushing for the relevance of higher education to meet the global economy needs.  To trade competitively and successfully in globalized markets, higher education is required.  In essence, the point is that higher education is required to support the growth of the global economy. This is only achievable when young and old people go to higher institutions of learning. 
Higher education is also required for innovation and inventiveness.  It is no doubt that the current economy is knowledge-based. For people to be innovative and inventive they need higher education.  To have better ideas, skills, and creativity required to meet market demands, it is important that people seek higher education. The world economy needs innovations to solve emerging problems facing the world. At the same time, the organization needs employees with soft skills to help propel them to succeed. As Blackstone (176) notes economic growth is hinged on workforce’s inventiveness, skills, and creativity.  Hence, to achieve desired economic growth, people relevant higher education that will them job skills that match market demands. 
What are the benefits of higher education as well as education?
The benefits of higher education are the same reasons why people need it. Esson and Hubert, (1265) say to have better chances of securing employment, people need higher education. Therefore, it is reasonable to argue that education is a ticket to getting jobs that will change people’s lives. In a competitive labor market, if someone is able to secure a job, they would have secured a better future for their children and other family members. If someone wants their children or themselves to have better or secured future, they need a job, which in all probability one gets after a successful educational journey. 
	 Also, Blackstone (176) says to achieve the desired economic growth, it is prudent that people focus on the knowledge economy.  This is to suggest that a major benefit of education is to improve the economy of a nation for the benefit of a nation. If a country wants her economy to grow fast, it should provide education to her people. With educated people, there shall be enough creativity, skills, and inventiveness, which will grow the economy of a nation. Education generally-not just at higher institutions of learning is required to grow the knowledge economy of a nation, to achieve its goals. That is the only way a country shall have a workforce with skills to be creative, innovative and inventive.  
        Apart from that, people need the knowledge to solve their own problems. Savery (8) describes learning as problem-based to signify the role of education in solving problems.  To navigate through the life challenges ranging from social, economic or cultural issues one needs education. Education gives one knowledge or skills that will be necessary to apply to real life situations. Life comes with a portion of challenges that one will be required to resolve every day. Without education it would be difficult to solve problems, it is on that basis that people should seek education at all stages of learning.
What role does research play in higher education?
To understand phenomena, research plays a significant role. It is research that gives information necessary to understand the world. Punch, Keith and Alis (78) believe that research gives insight into things that people have little information about. Research has touched various facets of life, and sectors like health are entirely based on research. Without research, it would be absolutely difficult to discover vaccines or drugs to treat diseases. Understanding problems affecting the society, research is required. It is impossible to live in a society or support an economy, without research. To have people who can help solve the various challenges humankind is facing, education should be prioritized. Researchers’ point out that peer pressure, which unfortunately influences some students to drop out of college (Byrd 192). Also, financial challenges can force one to drop out of college for a job or commitments that can earn them quick money to fix their problems (Juha-Pekka 476). Also, lack of interest or wrong course choice can force one to drop out of college.

Also, to be better placed to understand the world and solve problems facing it, especially in fields like health, communication, economy, or governance, one needs higher education.
