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1. What type of primary source is each of these? What is the audience, and how does knowing that help you interpret the document?
The first source is a speech delivered by Booker T. Washington during the Atlanta Compromise agreement in 1895. The agreement was between the Tuskegee Institute, Southern white leaders, and African-American leader. The speech he presented became commonly known as the Atlanta Compromise Speech. He was speaking to a predominantly white audience basically in the southern cotton states. He was also addressing blacks on how they can interact with the whites in the south. Understanding such information will help me in realizing a unique way in which Washington had adopted to fight for Negros rights in the southern states.
The other primary source is a chapter from a literature book written by W.E.B Du Bois; it was published in 1903. His audience was mostly white, and his purpose was to advocate and fight for the right of the African-American. Through this, I can understand how he supported blacks to live a life beyond the veil of racism and the “double-consciousness”. The information also helps in understanding how civil rights movement rose to fight for the rights of black people in the country. 
2. Identify and explain one of the metaphors Washington uses and how it demonstrates his main idea.
Washington states that “cast down your buckets” a metaphor he uses for the blacks in American South. By saying so, he means that the blacks should remain in the south and work on improving their relationship with the whites. He also means that they can improve their circumstances without upsetting their masters who are mostly the White society. He also feels that they can improve their education, working, and accrual wealth independently. Therefore, Washington feels that the blacks can improve their lives and at the same time appease the whites. He also informs whites not to rely on immigrants in their farms and industries. Washington feels that they can utilize the services of the blacks whom they have spent time with and know where they live. 
3. What points does Washington make to persuade his audience?
Washington tries to state that the whites have been good to the blacks and he exhibits this by creating a picture of the good relationship between the blacks and whites of the south. In his entire speech, Washington portrays race in a way that other black leaders would not wish to portray. During his speech, he creates the perception that blacks and whites have a relationship which is progressive and ease which was not always the case. When states that “in no way have the value and manhood of the American Negro been more fittingly and generously recognized” he creates the perception that whites have been generous and gracious in the way they treated the Negros. At some point, he demeans the blacks by stating that before the crucial changes, they were “ignorant and inexperienced”. He further states that they began “at the top instead of the bottom” which may mean that before the generosity of the whites, the blacks did not have a better understanding and they also lacked intelligence. 
4. How does Du Bois feel about Washington? 
At first, Du Bois feels that Washington has done a commendable job in making the rights of blacks heard in the North and American South. Despite this, Du Bois feels that Washington is too soft with the whites because he was encouraging them to be superior and continues segregating the blacks. Although both wanted the living standards of blacks to improve, Du Bois felt that they had to get rid of segregation first. Du Bois feels that Washington’s approach on segregation and emphasis on material development is an old style and submission. He feels that Washington’s contribution is what makes the blacks to lose the civil status, right to vote, and loss of aid provided to higher institutions of learning. From his article, Du Bois states that Washington wants the blacks to lose political power, higher education, and persistence on civil rights. He states that the blacks should have the right to vote, have civic equality, and have access to education just like the whites. 
5. What does Du Bois think should be done for the freedmen?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Du Bois feels that the freedmen should be taught on how to improve the living conditions for other blacks. They should fight in pushing for more education and civil right so that African-Americans can enjoy the same right just like their white counterparts.  He feels that most of the freedmen are not fighting for the rights of other blacks a kind of leadership which is harmful to black people in the long run. Du Bois feel that these freedmen should be taught that bad leadership slows or even reverses the progress of racial justice.
