After a disaster has occurred, hospitals have enough resources and equipment to handle the first 24. However, if the disaster affected, for example, only the respiratory system, and the number of casualties are considerably higher than the available equipment then the hospital will seek external help. There are many factors which will delay the response time. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Therefore, does the hospital have enough resources to manage 24 hours of catastrophic disaster? How many inventories does the hospital have and how far each on of them? Is it in a safer place and accessible during, for example, floods disaster? Before the external help arrives does the hospital has a preparedness plan and collaboration with other main hospitals in Jubail Industrial City, Saudi Arabia? 
Does the hospital conduct adequate drills for the staff related to hazard scenarios? If yes, what supplies does the hospital need for this hazard?
By applying hazard scenarios, how they will impact the acquisition and stockpile of supplies needed for the response to the hazard?

My hypothesis is:
Are hospitals able to manage the 24 hours of a disaster and have enough resources?
Hospitals do not have efficient coordination with other local hospitals with regards to their preparedness to a local disaster.
