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Introduction
The article was co-authored by Minton et al. who studied the conflict between LGBTQ and religious conflict, and how the group is affected in service settings (351). The primary objective if articles were to investigate the conflict between LGBTQ, service providers and Christian fundamentalists. The first source was critically evaluated using the CRAAP test. It was established that it contains current information as it was published in 2017. Still, the research was based on current information since nearly 60% of the sources were published within the last five years. The oldest source was published in 1935 while the most current was published in 2017. 
 Secondly, it was evaluated for relevance. The article was found to contain information that was relevant to the research topic. The authors conducted thorough research and covered the subject with depth. Still, the information was found to be relevant since the study covered the narrative of LGBTQ, religion and identity crisis with depth (360). Besides, it is detailed as it has widely covered the subject area, even though it uses a sophisticated language that may not appeal to a wider readership. Thirdly, the article is authoritative and scholarly given that its authors are reputable university scholars with authoritative knowledge in the field. However, none of the authors had a doctoral qualification. The article was not only scholarly but peer-reviewed, implying that the information had been reviewed and approved by experts in the field. Furthermore, it is published in emerald, a credible journal publisher. 
The article was also found to contain accurate and verifiable information since 60% of the sources used were published in the past five years. Still, most of the sources used were peer-reviewed scholarly journals.  A total of seventy sources were used. The claims made in the article can be verified in other sources. The study shows rigor and depth and clearly states its objective which was to ‘…investigate the conflict between marketplace inclusion (LGBTQ) and freedom of religion’, and has approached the topic from a non-biased standpoint. The author’s standpoint or narrative is that LGBTQ and religious identity conflict has a direct impact on consumer behavior and treatment in different service settings. To address the conflict, the authors suggest the need to underscore common identities and getting service providers to use two-sided messages and the use of in-group interventions (351). 
Robinson et al. co-authored the second article and set out to investigate peer victimization and sexual risk disparities between the different groups that comprise LGBTQ (Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender, Or Questioning), as well as those that identified themselves as LGBTQ and those that did not. The article was evaluated based on the CRAAP test. First, it was found not to be very current, scholarly and peer-reviewed since it was published in 2013. Nonetheless, it contains relevant information that was covered with depth. Besides its relevance, the article uses sophisticated research and statistical language that could limit the scope of readership. Besides, it was found to be authoritative and scholarly since its authors and editors are renowned university scholars with doctoral qualifications. Still, the article was published in the American Journal of Public Health, a credible journal publisher. Furthermore, it was found to contain inaccurate and unverifiable information since a total of 42 sources were used, and most were older than ten years. However, the article is peer-reviewed, thus suggesting that the information had been approved and verified by other experts in the field. In terms of purpose and objectivity, the article has clearly stated its intention and has approached the research topic from a non-partisan standpoint (1810). The author’s standpoint is that LGBTQ-heterosexual risk disparities exist among seventh and eighth grades and hence there is a need for interventions that target middle school.
The third article was co-authored by Shelton et al. and primarily set out to investigate homelessness and housing practices among the LGBTQ youthful groups across seven U.S cities (9). The article was evaluated using the CRAAP test. The information was found to be current since it was published in 2018. Besides, the research was informed by current sources most of which were published in the past five years. The article was found to be relevant to the research topic.
Furthermore, it has professional depth even though the authors used highly sophisticated expert language. Besides, it was found to be authoritative since it was co-authored by university scholars with a valid academic credential in the field. However, none of them had doctoral qualifications (30). The article was published in a scholarly journal even though it is not peer-reviewed. It was published in the journal of policy development and research. In terms of accuracy and verifiability, authors only relied on authoritative sources (33). Furthermore, the claims made can be verified from other scholarly sources. Besides, the sources are relevant and credible. The article was informed by rigorous and thorough research on the topic. Lastly, the article is objective since the authors have approached the study from an objective standpoint. The author’s primary standpoint is that experience varies across the different constituent LGBTQ subgroups, and hence there is need to support the marginalized LGBTQ YA to adequately address their pressing concerns such as discrimination (9).
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
