To avoid plagiarism, always acknowledge your sources. If you cut and paste phrases and sentences from the original text, place them in inverted commas and acknowledge the source. If you want to use ideas you find in your sources without directly quoting them, make sure you paraphrase them and acknowledge the source in-text as well as in the Reference List.
