Part I of Term Paper Assignment

	A large part of history is research. Too often, the education of history involves memorization of dates and battles. Although this is unavoidable and important, it is also important to realize there is much more to history than this. 

	One aspect of history that is often overlooked is innovation and invention. In Eurocentric writings about history, the time of the sixth to twelfth centuries is often called the Dark Ages. However, newer histories of that time take account of a more global view point out that non-Europeans during this time made tremendous strides in numerous endeavors.

	The Islamic Golden Age is one such time. The exact time of this era is disputed, but many scholars categorize it as occurring from the eighth to fourteenth centuries. Many scholars and ideas and inventions flourished in this time.

	For this assignment, I want you to research a person, an idea, or an invention that was facilitated during this time. Choose something that interests you and research it. This is going to add four pages to your writing total for the semester.

	The idea for this paper is this: research of a historical topic involves scrutiny of sources. So, in this paper, choose a topic to find at least four sources on. Introduce your topic and summarize it and its importance. Then, take your four sources and introduce and scrutinize them. 

	This is an informal exercise to introduce you to historical research and to make your final term paper easier and more successful. You may use the first-person perspective in this paper (“I choose to look at…,” “My first source was useful/not useful because…,” etc.). Choose at least one scholarly source for this assignment (that is, from a book or a university library database). You may choose your other three sources as you wish: they may be an online encyclopedia, a movie, a YouTube video, other book(s), book reviews, library databases, etc.

	To scrutinize a source, you look at where it is from and can compare it to other sources.
For example, a book can be scrutinized by its author (are they credentialed in the field?), by its publisher (university presses are reliable sources, as are many private publishing houses, such as Knopf Publishers). You may also find it useful to see if other scholars have anything to say about a source. For instance, if you look at a book as a source, there are often book reviews by other experts in the field that address the strengths and weaknesses of the book. These book review are often found online and through the university’s databases.

	After summarizing your topic (and stating why you chose it and found it interesting), introduce your sources. Relate how you found them. Write about whether they were useful. Did one source corroborate another, or did it contradict it? There are many ways to compare to contrast sources.
	At the end of the paper be sure to cite your sources. Normally in history, we use the Chicago Manual of Style. However, since no one is in history, we can use APA. On Moodle, I have included a link to the Purdue OWL APA Citation Guide. Use this quick resource as a template for your citations.

	So, one topic (a person, idea, or invention from the Islamic Golden Age) and four sources on it. It is a five-page paper (double-spaced, 12-point font, standard 1” margins) that will count as 50 of your 200 points for the term paper.
