Who is the Central Character in Lysistrata, and how does the author demonstrate the central’s character qualities in the play?
The main character in the play will focus on Lysistrata, who is portrayed as a strong woman. Lysistrata develops a plan which will further put an end to the war that has been destroying the country. Furthermore, the war has also been contributing to the death of their men. The plan that she develops focuses on a "sex strike," which would be carried out by the Athenian women in hopes that the violence which was being experienced in the region would be stopped. She is also regarded as the heroine to the play as well as a leader to other women. The portrayal of the central character in the play manages to provide certain qualities which have been established in modern-day feminism. 
The play, which was developed back in 411 B.C. focuses on the frustrations which were being encountered by the Athenian women as a result of the Peloponnesian War. Lysistrata, the main character is introduced in the play to become the heroine of not only the women but for the men as well since the war which was being encountered was killing the Athenian men. The battle, as established by the Chorus of Men, contributed to the decline of men, both young and old in the country. 
The author's demonstration of Lysistrata is unique when compared to the manifestation of the other characters portrayed in the play. Lysistrata is described as not only as a strong woman but an idealist as well. She develops a plan that will end the war. The plan she developed worked in the long run since the war did end as a result of the "sex strike," which had been carried out by the Athenian women (Scene 1, Aristophanes). Her other qualities as portrayed in the play will focus on Lysistrata having strong ambitions as well as dreams who will be in support of feminism since Lysistrata’s qualities will be attributes which will be seen in a man and not a woman. As portrayed in the play, Lysistrata can be considered as which are qualities absent in the other characters. Her character fits the modern-day woman the master of ceremonies since the action seen in the play was directed by her or under her direction. She provides various instructions on how the women should act around their husbands when she does not have a husband. The instructions which are given by her to the women serve as coaching, which is evident in the interaction which involved Kinesias and Myrrhine. Further instructions were also given to the Chorus of Old Women to attack the Acropolis, making sure that the war would be brought to an end. The author's demonstration of Lysistrata as seen in play also portrays her as an unconventional woman who does not meet the typical stereotype of what a woman should be, that is, traditional and domestic. She does not have a husband, which would have made her a traditional woman, and neither does she have children (Scene 1, Aristophanes).
The portrayal of Lysistrata, as seen in the play, is different from the depiction of the other characters featured in the piece. The Chorus of Old Women focuses on women who have the power to break through the gates of Acropolis to take a stand against the men (Scene 1, Aristophanes). Their qualities reinforce Lysistrata's quality as their leader since the attack was according to her instructions. Furthermore, the "sex strike" further supports that Lysistrata is the leader of the women who coaches them on how to act. Lysistrata's qualities were highly significant since they were used to end the war that was plaguing the territory.
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
