Potential Ethical Dilemmas and Problematic Situations Instructions
As school counselors using an appropriate ethical decision-making model to respond to ethical challenges and issues helps to determine the courses of action and behavior for an individual or group ofpeople. It is imperative to focus on applying standards as disseminated by ACA. Therefore, consider the ACA Code of Ethics while working through this paper. The ACA Code of Ethics (2014)URLis listed below as well as the ASCA Ethical Standards for School Counselors (2016):

The Assignment:
As stated in the ASCA Code of Ethics Standard F (2016):
When faced with an ethical dilemma, school counselors and school counseling program directors/supervisors use an ethical decision-making model. For this assignment, Corey, Corey, and Callanan (2011) ethical decision-making model will be applied. The eight steps of Corey, Corey, and Callanan are below. More explanation on the specifics of the stepsare found on pages 47-49 of your textbook.
1. Identify the problem or dilemma
2. Identify the potential issues involved 
3. Review the relevant ethics codes
4. Know the applicable laws and regulations 
5. Obtain consultation
6. Consider possible and probable courses of action 
7. Enumerate the consequences of various decisions
8. Decide on the best course of action
There are five parts to this assignment. 
Instructions: Part 1: Discuss the relevance of boththe ACA Code of Ethics and the Corey, Corey, and Callanan model.Therefore, you are to review your understanding of ethics and the model. The textbook is not to serve as a source, which means this does include at least one citation.
Part 2: Select one of the three scenarios listed to be the focal point of your paper and identify with detail how each step of the Corey, Corey, and Callanan ethical decision-making model is present in the scenario. Hence, note about what is problematic or an ethical concern in the scenario. 
Part 3: Locate peer reviewed journal articles to serve as citations/ support that specifically address what you have identified in steps 4-8 of the Corey, Corey, and Callanan ethical decision-making model. Think about the laws, regulations, consultation, and courses of action. Consider the best practice strategies for potential legal decisions. The amount of citations is no fewer than five and no more than seven. This will serve as the literature review.
Part 4: Discuss the impact of your morals, values, and beliefs influencing your interpretation of the code of ethics, laws, and regulationsin the scenario you have chosen.
Part 5: Conclude with choosing two to three of the following ways to protect yourself as a counselor after applying Corey, Corey, and Callanan ethical decision-making model to the scenario: restricting your area of practice, maintaining professional boundaries, ongoing consultation, connecting with other professionals, being transparent with clients, and striving for self-awareness.
Note: Dividing the workload into parts would not be equitable in regard to rubric. Therefore, consider the rubric when assigning or choosing the amount of work. 


































Scenario 1
Case of Donna
Donna made the transition from private practice to counseling in a middle school. To her surprise there were several issues with confidentiality. In the first semester at the school, she constantly fielded teacher inquiries and comments about students’ private matters. Last nine weeks she and the Counseling Department led a PD on fostering a safe school environment through respect for confidentiality. However, that did not stop other school faculty inquiring about student affairs. She was probed on a consistent basis, and it was beyond uncomfortable. There were moments that parents not related to her clients would pop up in her office inquiring further about students. They even began texting her or private messengering her especially when the middle school found itself on the news about student behavior. 


Scenario 2
Case of Carla
For many weeks Carla has worked to gain the trust of 15 year-old Danielle, whom she has been counseling. Danielle grew up with abusive parents until age 13. She now lives with her grandparents and has a steady boyfriend. Danielle’s session this day revolved around her problems with her boyfriend. As Carla listened she began to comprehend that Danielle’s boyfriend treated her in an abusive manner. Danielle’s body language of comfort immediately changes when Carla expresses concern for how Danielle’s boyfriend is mistreating her. Danielle emotes that she loves him and that she knows he can change. She continued to say that her grandparents are unaware of his behavior, and she would harm herself if Carla told anyone. 

Scenario 3
Case of Jeremy
Jeremy, a 3rd grader, is a frequent flyer in his school’s counseling department. In one of his weekly chats with the counselor, he reveals that his mother stole a few pairs of school uniform pants while she and he and his older brother were out this past weekend. He continued to say that she steals food from the grocery store when they are short on the bill money. Jeremy asked that the counselor not say anything to his mother, not out of embarrassment, but because he is worried about his mother’s mental state. Lately she has been depressed because she continues to lose good paying jobs. He does not want his mother to know that he is talking about their family problems to the counselor. When their session ended, Jeremy skips out, and the counselor locates his older brother, 5th grader Eric. The counselor initiates a conversation with Eric to determine if Jeremy’s story is true.
