General terms for Methods and Genres
Quantitative research 
· In this setting, quantitative research alludes to a methodic empirical study of recognizable phenomena through a computational, mathematical or statistical approach
· For instance, this method can be used to determine the relationship between marine ecological variables and climate change.
Primary Source 
· These are the sources that encompass what was written or recorded during the occurrence of the event. This may include photographs, documentaries, and newspaper articles
· This may also include interviewing the inhabitants near the seashores or coastlines regarding the effect of global warming on the climate of the area.
Qualitative research        
· Qualitative research alludes to research which gathers and interprets non-numerical information in order to come up with meaning in order to comprehend social life by studying the target place or population
· For instance, the use of comprehensive interviews and focus group discussions can be conducted using 24 participants from coastal and non-coastal regions to compare their views on the effect of climate change on marine life.  
Secondary source
· Secondary sources include the journal article on the relationship between climate change and the reduced marine population.

This article is organized into an abstract, introduction, other subheadings under literature review, conclusion, and the list of references. The audience of this article includes the scholars and experts in the environmental studies as well as professional in human health; the reason for the selection of this audience is following the relevance of the information in the article to the audience. Besides, the audience may be the experts who may be interested in understanding the correlation between public health and how it is affected by the ocean. The use of language in the article is mostly based on past studies and the findings rather than a point of view and personal opinions. The authors mostly use the present tense in this study. The level of formality at deferent levels of this study is high; it presents the findings and other important information formally. The use of jargon is limited to field-specific terms. Finally, the documentation style used is the Chicago style.

In this field, there is the use of quantitative and qualitative studies. Interviews, surveys, and fieldwork are frequently utilized research approaches together with experiments. Among the genres used in this field include literature reviews, case studies, experimental reports, and observational studies.
In my annotated bibliography, among the sources used are experimental studies, meta-analysis, and others. Some studies in the annotation use qualitative data, while the majority of then depend on quantitative research. It is right to infer than most of the studies in the marine studies utilizes experimental studies regardless of the topic. From the Annotated Bibliography, the article "Indicators of Ocean Health and Human Health: Developing a Research and Monitoring Framework" by Knap et al. (2002) utilizes observation as the primary data collection method and presents the data in the form of a report.
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
